BUGs Women’s Basketball – Wednesday 12th April
English Universities 103-48 Scottish Universities

The English Universities put in an impressive display to thrash their Scottish opponents, and get in prime position to win the Women’s Basketball competition at the 2006 British University Games.
The first quarter was the most one-sided of all, with England getting into double figures before the Scots got off the mark. Consistently accurate shooting from the English players, including three three-pointers from Megan Ladley (Northumbria University) brought them a 36-7 lead at the end of the quarter. It was extended to 46-9 mid-way through the next, but Scotland improved slightly to trail 55-19 at half time.
Scottish Universities made a better start to the second half, and reduced the deficit by four more points, but England quickly regained their confidence, and threw the ball round at speed against a tired Scottish defence, increasing the lead to 83-38 by the end of the quarter.

The English scoring rate slowed again in the final quarter, but Ladley’s fifth successful three-point shot of the match brought up England’s century with just over a minute left. Zoe Vickers added another three-pointer – her second of the final quarter – to complete the scoring.
